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1. REQUISITOS PREVIOS

No hay requisitos especificos; sin embargo, un nivel avanzado de inglés es imprescindible para
seguir las clases y las lecturas.

There are no specific requirements; however, an advanced level of English is necessary to follow
lectures and readings.

2. BREVE DESCRIPCION DE CONTENIDOS

Este curso es una introduccion al Aprendizaje de Segundas Lenguas. La asignatura esta planeada para
reflexionar sobre los procesos implicados en el aprendizaje de segundas lenguas / lenguas
extranjeras. Partiremos de la diferencia entre adquisicion de lengua materna y aprendizaje de
segundas lenguas. Posteriormente analizaremos los factores (universales, individuales y sociales)
implicados en el aprendizaje de la L2. Dedicaremos especial atencién al aprendizaje de segundas
lenguas en contextos académicos, especialmente en los contextos académicos bilinglies y
plurilinglies. Analizaremos en profundidad el enfoque AICLE/CLIL y el curriculo integrado.
Dedicaremos varias sesiones a los enfoques metodoldgicos que se pueden adoptar en la ensefianza
deidiomas, y al andlisis de las implicaciones del aprendizaje de las segundas lenguas en la ensefianza
de las mismas.

This course is an introduction to the field of Second Language Learning. The subject has been planned
in order to raise students’ awareness about the processes involved in the learning of foreign/second
languages. We will start from the differences between acquiring the mother tongue and learning
second languages. Later on, we will analyze those factors —universal, individual and social-, involved
in the learning of an L2. We will focus on second language learning in academic contexts, especially in
bilingual and plurilingual academic contexts. We will further explore The AICLE/CLIL approach and the
integrated curriculum. We will devote several sessions to those methodological approaches that can
be used in Language teaching, and will also analyze implications of SLA findings for L2 teaching.

3. RESULTADOS DEL APRENDIZAJE

Los resultados de aprendizaje que se espera de los alumnos son los siguientes:

+ Ser capaz de expresarse oralmente y por escrito con correccién en lengua inglesa.

* Ser capaz de impartir ensefianzas correspondientes a contenidos en lengua inglesa.

* Poder identificar dificultades de aprendizaje relacionadas con la lectoescritura y conocer
cémo tratarlas.

« Saber utilizar técnicas de fomento de la lectoescritura apropiadas al nivel educativo
atendiendo a diferentes realidades multilinglies y multiculturales

* Reconocer y seleccionar contenidos y secuencias didacticas que integren y desarrollen
habilidades lingliisticas: comprensidn auditiva, expresion e interaccién oral, comprension
lectora y expresion escrita.
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The learning outcomes will be:

»  Being able to express themselves correctly (orally and in writing) in English.

*  Being able to teach subjects through English

»  Being able to identify learning difficulties related to literacy and to know how to treat them

« Capacity to use techniques to encourage literacy appropriate to the educational level,
considering different multilingual and multicultural realities.

« Capacity to recognize and select contents and didactic sequences that integrate and develop
linguistic skills: listening comprehension, oral expression, oral interaction, reading
comprehension and written expression.

4. ACTIVIDADES FORMATIVAS Y METODOLOGIA

La metodologia utilizada en este curso es mixta y combina la leccion magistral con metodologias
centradas en el estudiante, que combinan trabajos en grupo —estudios de caso, debates, etc.- con el
trabajo individual o auténomo.

Sesiones tedrico-practicas: se proporcionara un study pack en el campus virtual de la asignatura. Los
alumnos habran leido dicho material antes de cada sesién. Analizaremos los aspectos tedricos a
través de puesta en comun de contenidos y distintas actividades. Para hacer del aprendizaje un
proceso significativo, la participacion en las sesiones y el aprendizaje cooperativo resultan esenciales.

Tutorias: sesiones de tutorias (individuales o grupales) que se llevaran a cabo a iniciativa de la
profesora o de los alumnos, con el objetivo de supervisar el desarrollo de los alumnos y el proceso de
aprendizaje.

Practicas y tarea de final de curso: los alumnos realizaran de forma individual las siguientes
actividades:
- Presentacion oral de uno de los articulos que componen el study pack del curso
- Creacion de una actividad utilizando las TIC para practicar un aspecto de la L2
- Recopilacién, resumen y analisis critico de articulos, experiencias o investigaciones
publicadas en prensa o revistas especializadas de caracter cientifico-pedagdgico
relacionados con la asignatura. Por cada articulo se entregard un folio con la referencia
(enlace web y/o pagina escaneada del articulo), el resumen y el andlisis critico.
- Un cuestionario, realizado, al menos, a cinco aprendientes de L2 sobre el proceso de
aprendizaje y descripcion e interpretacion de los resultados obtenidos.

Cada sesidn requiere, aproximadamente, unas dos horas y media de trabajo independiente para
asegurar la asimilacion y comprension de los contenidos del curso. El inglés sera la (nica lengua
vehicular utilizada en las sesiones asi como en la entrega y presentacion de actividades del curso.

The methodology used in this course is mixed, as it combines lectures with learner-centred
methodologies, which combine group work —case studies, debates, etc.- with individual or
autonomous work.

»  Theoretical- practical sessions: Students will be provided with a study pack through the virtual
campus, and are expected to have read specific material before each session. We will go
through the theory via discussions and practical activities. In order to make learning a
meaningful process, cooperative learning and participation is essential.

»  Tutorials: Tutorial sessions (individual or group) will be held at teacher’s or students’ request
so as to monitor the students’ development and learning process.

e Practice and final course assignment: Students will be required to complete individually a
series of activities:

- An oral presentation on one of the articles that make up the study pack.
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- Creation of an activity (using ICT) to practice any aspect of L2

- Compilation, summary and critical analysis of articles, experiences or research
published in press, or specialized scientific-pedagogic journals related to the subject.

For each article a sheet will be provided indicating reference (link or scanned copy of
the article), and providing a summary and a critical analysis of the article.

- A questionnaire implemented to, at least, five L2 learners upon the learning process
with a description and interpretation of the results obtained.

Each class taken needs to be supported by approximately 2.5 hours of work in order to ensure the
assimilation of course contents and provide understanding of the subject. For the production and
delivery of all activities, English will be the only means of communication.

5. SISTEMA DE EVALUACION

5.1.Convocatoria ordinaria / Regular Evaluation:
- Asistenciay participation / Attendance and participation: 10%
- Actividades dirigidas / Directed Activities: 20%
- Examen parcial / Mid-Term Examination: 20%
- Examen final / Final Examination: 50% (20% oral exam 40% written exam)

5.2. Convocatoria extraordinaria / Repeat Evaluation:
La calificacion final de la convocatoria se obtiene como suma ponderada entre la nota del
examen extraordinario (80%) y las calificaciones obtenidas por las actividades y trabajos
presentados en convocatoria ordinaria (20%), siempre que la nota del examen extraordinario
sea igual o superior a 5.

The final grade of the evaluation is obtained by averaging the note of the written repeat
examination (80%) with the grades obtained through the tasks and activities done during the
semester (20%). To be considered passing, the final averaged grade of the repeat evaluation
must be at least a 5.

5.3.Restricciones / Restrictons:
Para poder hacer media con las ponderaciones anteriores es necesario asistir a un minimo
del 80% de las sesiones presenciales y obtener al menos una calificacion de 5 en el examen final.

To be eligible for these averaged grades, the student must be present at a minimum of 80%
of the class sessions AND obtain at least a 5 in the final examination. Any grade under 5 is
considered a fail.

Las actividades de clase son imprescindibles para el desarrollo de la asignatura. Consecuentemente,
la asistencia es muy importante. Parte de la calificacion esta determinada por la participacion en las
sesiones presenciales. Es responsabilidad del alumno averiguar qué contenidos se han abordado en
clase, asi como las actividades propuestas para la sesién siguiente.

Todos los trabajos escritos deben ser ORIGINALES. Los trabajos plagiados recibiran un cero en la
calificacion.

Class activities are essential for the development of the course. Consequently, attendance is
extremely important; Part of the grade will be determined by how much students participate in class.
Students are responsible for finding out what contents were covered during the class period and for
completing assignments.

Written assignments must be ORIGINAL. Plagiarized work will receive a zero for the assignment.
